EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Review of Paid and Reserve in Agenda.  Through February $1,296,889 in paid and reserve against loss fund of $3,383,341. Same time last year 376 claims vs 417 claims this year.   $1.2 paid and reserve vs. $781,000 last year.
2015-2016 Payroll Audit is completed.  Invoices for additional assessments sent out and return checks issued by Treasurer.  $164,593 overall return.
Additional Assessments due by May 30, 2017 and Return checks to be mailed by end of May.

Revised Draft WC Assessments for 17-18 were emailed out. Overall there will be a Fund decrease of 5%.  Upfront discount 49% 

Return of Surplus discussion.  Tabled for the September meeting.
